








Foothill Yellow-Legged Frog Monitoring for
the Rock Creek-Cresta Hydroelectric Project

Client: Pacific Gas and Electric Company
Location: North Fork Feather River, California
Duration: 2002-2007

GANDA biologists continued studies of the foothill yellow-legged frog
populations in the Poe and Cresta reaches of the North Fork Feather
River. During 2006 and 2007, we performed intensive surveys for egg
masses as part of an ongoing investigation to determine impacts related
to FERC license-mandated flow requirements. These flow requirements
include higher base flows and whitewater recreational flows. Results
of these studies were provided to the project’s Ecological Resource
Committee, consisting of state and federal agencies, which is overseeing
implementation of the new FERC license requirements.

Dumbarton Rail Corridor Project

GANDA is conducting biological studies for the Dumbarton Rail
Corridor Project (DRC) in the South San Francisco Bay area. The
DRC has been out of commission since the mid-1980s, but is now
under evaluation for use as a high-speed commuter railway. GANDA
staff are performing a range of biological studies as part of the project
planning efforts, including wetland delineations, rare plant surveys,
habitat mapping and wildlife surveys.

Ravenswood Ames Bird Collision Study

Client: Pacific Gas and Electric Company
Location: Western Shore of San Francisco Bay, California
Duration: 2005-2006

GANDA conducted a bird collision study for PG&E’s Ravenswood-Ames 115 kV Transmission Line. The transmission line is located
along the western shoreline of San Francisco Bay between the Dumbarton Bridge and Ames Research Station near Mountain View.
We developed and implemented the study, which was a condition of the Special Use permit for reconductoring the Ravenswood-Ames
transmission line. During the one-year long study GANDA ornithologists documented 108,736 birds interacting with the transmission
lines. GANDA'’s report summarized bird movement patterns and rates of collisions with the transmission lines correlated with habitat and
weather conditions.

GANDA is conducting biological and cultural resources studies
for the Table Mountain — Rio Oso — Colgate Reconductoring
Project. Studies were completed along approximately 68 linear
miles of transmission line. GANDA's tasks include field surveys
and project permitting activities, such as obtaining appropriate
permits from regulatory agencies (Section 404, Water Quality
Certificate, and Streambed Alteration Agreement). Informal
consultations will be conducted with the goal of obtaining a
Notice of Construction (NOC) from the California Public
Utility Commission (CPUC); more detailed permitting
activities may include the preparation of a Proponent’s
Environmental Assessment (PEA).

the Los Angeles Reservoir/

Mokelumne River Project Noxious Weed
Monitoring Program

Client: Pacific Gas and Electric Company
Location: Mokelumne River, California
Duration: 2006-2008

GANDA continues to monitor and study noxious weed infestations within the
Mokelumne River watershed. We recently initiated the inaugural watershed-
wide survey, required every five years as part of the recent FERC relicensing of
the Mokelumne River Hydroelectric Project. Botanists have been re-surveying
all areas of Forest Service land within the project boundaries, as well as adjacent
PG&E parcels. All weed populations are documented on customized data sheets,
photographed, and electronically mapped using handheld computers with integrated
global positioning systems (GPS) and ESRI ArcPad software. Data has included
species encountered, population size, and the extent of each population. GANDA
has prepared a report documenting the results of our field studies, including an
assessment of on-going weed control activities and an evaluation of the effectiveness
of these management efforts. We continue to update the Mokelumne GIS data to
include all known and newly-discovered weed populations.



Cultural Resources Survey, Inventory, and Extended Phase |
Testing- Mid-Higuera Road Widening Project

During an archaeological survey for the Mid-Higuera Road
Widening Project, GANDA archacologists identified historic
artifacts including glass, ceramic fragments, and marine shell
debris. These artifacts indicated the potential for historic
structural remains, trash deposits or other archacological
subsurface deposits associated with the early development of

San Luis Obispo. Archival research revealed that an earlier house belonging to a Native American family
(Sesena) had been located at this site. US Census records determined that Mr. Sesena lived in San Luis
Obispo from as early as 1860, and was married and had a family there by 1869. As a follow up to these
discoveries, approximately 3.25 m3 of cultural deposits were sampled. This sampling showed an intact
sequence of historic soil depositions containing some cultural materials which included a surface midden
containing late twentieth century artifacts, and an older deposit of prehistoric and mission period artifacts

that were displaced from a historic flooding episode.

GANDA performed Site
Condition Assessments
for historic buildings and
structures on Vandenberg
Air Force Base (VAFB). We
completed the project in
accordance with Sections
106 and 110 of the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, the
Archaeological Resources Protection Act of 1970, and applicable
Department of Defense guidance and federal laws. Among the 20
structures evaluated were a late nineteenth century Victorian ranch
residence, an early twentieth century schoolhouse, numerous early
twentieth century ranch buildings, a Navy Missile Shelter built in
1960, a US Coast Guard Lifeboat Station Facility, the Marshallia
Ranch Adobe, and four adobe ruins. In addition to condition
assessment forms, we prepared a summary report that described
our findings and our recommendations for future maintenance and
rehabilitation efforts.

2007 Biological Resources Survey of Oil
Processing Facility Site

Since 1998, GANDA biologists have conducted a biological resources
study of the ExxonMobil oil processing facility in Las Flores Canyon
in coastal southern Santa Barbara County, about 15 miles north of
Santa Barbara. This ongoing monitoring evaluates possible adverse
effects on wildlife and riparian vegetation in Corral Canyon and
lower Las Flores Canyon due to the oil processing facility. Surveys
conducted on a nearly annual basis have included riparian vegetation
transects, photo-monitoring of pools and habitat conditions, bird
surveys, and focused surveys for special-status species California
red-legged frog, Coast Range newt, southwestern pond turtle, and
two-striped garter snake. Habitat conditions have remained similar
to pre-facility conditions of the early 1990s, and adverse effects have
not been found.

In addition to the power-plant, the
project required the analysis of ash disposal and infrastructure construction, which
included water intake and wastewater discharge pipelines, and approximately 14 miles
of local interconnect 230 kV transmission lines. The project required a joint federal/
state EIS prepared by the Rural Utility Service (RUS) and the Montana Department
of Environmental Quality (DEQ). GANDA, provided an independent analysis of
environmental information prepared by SME in the fields of fisheries/aquatic, wildlife,
botany, wetlands, and cultural resources. We used this information to identify data gaps
in SME’s analysis. GANDA wrote the biological and cultural sections of the EIS.
